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hen in December 2007 the idea came up to organize a Lent gift
Wbox project for Children’s Cancer and Leukemia Group, | could

And during this all Chris’ school class were contributing in their own way.
They chose to fundraise for the Children’s Cancer and Leukemia group as
their enterprise project this term. In order to give their project a name they
came up with the name ‘Kids Cancer Appeal’ and they also designed a
wonderful logo.

Until now churches, the Ferryhill School and individual actions have raised
more than £6,000, a marvellous amount of money which hopefully will grow
even a little bit more over the coming months when we organize some other
actions. The ‘Kids Cancer Appeal’ will close at the end of June, just before
the schools break up for their holidays.

However, we would already like to thank you all for your tremendous
support for this appeal. It has touched us deeply. We hope and pray that
this amount of money may contribute to more and more advanced cancer
treatments so that more and more children may survive this disease.
