Anyone who is unable to come forward may simply remain in 
their seat and will be served there.   

Children of all ages are welcome in the service and may participate fully in 
the Sacrament but should any become upset,  parents should feel free to 

move to the Foyer where the service can also be heard. A selection of 
childrenôs books can be found in the two racks just inside the doors between 

the Foyer and the Church.  
Toilets, one with wheelchair access and one with nappy changing facility, are 

located off the Foyer near the foot of the west stairs leading to 

the gallery. 

There is a crèche in the Upper Room for the under-threes.  

In preparation for the singing of each hymn, please stand 

as soon as the organist begins playing the introduction but 

please remain seated during the hymns if you find it difficult or 

uncomfortable to stand.
