as it was to his disciples so long ago. 
Come to us, Lord Jesus, 
Be born in us this night, in our hearts, our minds, our lives. 
May the light of your life be kindled in us, 
And lead us to the shining truth,  
of God with us, God for us, God in us. Amen. 

 
 

1. Hope is a candle, once lit by the prophets,  
never consumed, though it burns through the years 
dim in the daylight of power and privilege –  
when they are gone, hope will shine on.
